Organized around classroom-based inquiry and focused on the development of teachers as researchers, this course 
emphasizes understanding of research design and methods; reading and interpreting empirical information in 
professional literature; collecting and interpreting data; and linking research findings to educational practice. Also 
emphasized are the uses of library and Internet resources; analysis and critique of educational research; 
collaboration with colleagues in the research process; and an introduction to elementary statistics. 
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
